GREEN BUILDINGS BRING HIGHER RENTAL RATES

Over the past few years, Americans have been
hearing only bad news about the real estate mar-
ket: declining sales, rising foreclosures, tightening
credit, plummeting prices. Recently, even the mar-
ket for commercial properties has begun to soften.

But the trend toward green building provides a
welcome cause for optimism.

Arecent report by the Burnham-Moores Center for
Real Estate at the University of San Diego details
the growing popularity of energy-efficient, environ-
mentally friendly “green buildings,” according to

the San Diego Union-Tribune.

The report —the first systematic study of the green
building market —shows that a growing number of
developers have been erecting buildings to strin-
gent environmental standards. And tenants have
been willing to pay top dollar to rent in those build-
ings.

According to the report, which relies on data from
2006, commercial property customers were willing
to pay an average of US$2.45 per square foot ex-
tra for renting or an average of US$15/ sq ft.
